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In Stephan Coveyôs book Beyond 7 Habits,  he states, ñThere are three         
constants in lifeéchange, choice and principles.ò  As we approach the      
closure  of another successful school year, we can reflect upon the three     
principles mentioned. 
 
Change is always constant in healthy environments and is a way of                
perpetuating new growth in a system.  Although our school will be going   
through administrative changes, and will certainly miss Mr. Irwin and what        
he brings to the school on a daily basis, we pledge to continue our pursuit          
of excellence in academic, athletic, and the fine arts areas in Blackie School. 
 
During the day, students are continually presented with choices and          
decisions that reveal their character.  As adults we often realize that even  
after all our contemplation, we still may make bad decisions even when our 
heart is in the right place.
